The mission of the research unit is to become a focal point and recognized leader in NbS
research for the region, and indeed, globally, integrating its design-driven futures visioning with
technical expertise in mathematical modeling, Building Information Modeling, GIS and
geospatial thinking, 10T and big data, and ecosystem services assessment, to produce
innovative designs that are guided by performance evaluations, enhancing community

wellbeing and resilience. Importantly, we will include impleme ;i sQnstruction) of
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The Faculty-level NbSWM research unit focused on field-based NbS monitoring and
assessment programs as well as the implementation of an NbS project (i.e. shovel-in-ground)
at the CODI Pathum Thani model site. This new proposal has larger ambition in becoming a
focal point and recognized leader in NbS research for the region, and indeed, globally.
